Crabapple by Cyril Grum

This crabapple, malus sp., was collected in 1994
from the in-ground growing plot of Jack Wikle, who
had no memory of its source. This crab flowers
consistently every spring, with red buds and white
flowers. Height of the bonsai, including pot, is 22
inches. The crabapple is displayed in an old Japanese
container, on a stand by Bill Sloan.



White Birch Clump by Cyril Grum

A single white birch, betula sp., with a white trunk
was collected in March 1994 in a wetlands area in
southern Michigan. One year later two root suckers
sprung up and turned white after about a decade,
giving the composition three white trunks. This
unusual specimen for bonsai responds well to
removing all initial buds in the spring. This birch is
displayed in a Joel Sampson container of Copper
Crane Pottery, Lanesboro, Minnesota on a wooden
stand with black stain by Bill Sloan.

Bonsai Challenge Matches Dollar for Dollar
(Please note, pledge must be in before November 1™)
Jerry Meislik not only shared his own progress in
bonsai over the years in his June 2014 program for
AABS, he also launched a new initiative. He
challenged the bonsai community with a dollar-for-
dollar matching gift to endow the ongoing care of the
bonsai and penjing collection at Matthaei Botanical
Gardens. Jerry and Rhona, who already seeded the
bonsai garden endowment fund last year prior to the
garden’s opening, will donate up to $10,000 to match
gifts that are given or pledged before November 25t
To qualify for the match, gifts or multi-year pledges
must be a minimum of $500.

The endowment specifically funds the care
and maintenance of the collection. The endowment
goal is $800,000, which will fund a half-time
horticulture specialist, materials and visits with
leading bonsai practitioners for direction on artistry
and health. Currently Matthaei has raised nearly 25%
of that goal, about $167,000.
